Instructions for completing this Statutory Declaration

A statutory declaration is a written statement, made under the Oaths, Affidavits and Declarations Act 2010 (NT) (the legislation), which a person swears, affirms or declares to be true in the presence of an authorised witness.

Please complete the following form using the notes in the left-hand margin for guidance. More general guidance on making statutory declarations can be found here.
Penalties

Making a false statutory declaration is a serious offence. 
Pursuant to s 27(1) of the legislation, any person intentionally causes a declaration to become false or misleading is guilty of an offence punishable by a fine equating to 400 penalty units or imprisonment for 4 years. 
Pursuant to s27(2), any person who recklessly causes a declaration to become false or misleading is guilty of an offence punishable by a fine equating to 200 penalty units or imprisonment for 2 years.
Witness Requirements

A statutory declaration be made in front of any witness who is 18 years or older. In the Northern Territory, a Justice of the Peace or Commissioner for Oath do not need to witness or sign a statutory declaration. 
Signing Requirements

In the presence of the witness, you must both sign the declaration in the spaces indicated on this template. You must not bring a pre-signed statutory declaration to a witness. 
Supporting Documents
If you want to include any documents as part of your statutory declaration, you can attach them as annexures. Make sure that you give a brief description of what you are attaching in the text of your declaration. For example, "on 29 December 2009, I received an email from Mr Dennison. Annexed and marked 'A' is a copy of that email".

Each annexure must include on its front page a statement identifying it as the attachment referred to in the declaration. For example, the following should be added to first page of each annexure: "This is annexure [insert letter or number of annexure] to the statutory declaration made by [insert name of declarant] on [insert date declaration made]. 
The witness needs to sign or initial any attachments to the declaration.
Recorded Statutory Declarations

In accordance with s 20 of the legislation, a statutory declaration may be made as an audio or audio-visual recording of any kind. The person making the declaration must make a statement at the end of the recording that “the declaration is true to the effect that I know it is an offence to make a statutory declaration that is false in any material particular” and then state the place where, and the date when, the statement was recorded. 

The final statement at the end of your declaration must be recorded in the presence of an adult witness. The witness does not need to be present for the making of the rest of the declaration recording. 

After you have recorded the final statement, the witness must make a statement at the end of the recording stating their full name, address and telephone number and “I witnessed the recording statement required by section 20, subsection 3 of the Oaths, Affidavits and Declarations Act 2010”.
